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Brief overview

» Serbia currently monitors the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) through a mix of national
statistical reporting, UN-supported frameworks, and periodic reviews

» UN Serbia Sustainable Development Cooperation Framework (2026—2030) provides strategic
oversight

» The Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia (SORS) maintains an online SDG indicator portal

» Serbia lacks a single designated government unit for SDG coordination, relying instead on
cross-ministerial collaboration and UN partnerships

National SDG portal

» Managed by the Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia, at https://sdg.indikatori.rs

» Tracks 251 global indicators, with 164 currently available (65%)

» Provides visualizations, publications, thematic reports (e.g., LNOB series, environment, social
inclusion), reporting status etc.

» Database is updated on quarterly basis.
